Introduction

As the centre for Quaker education in Birmingham (UK), Woodbrooke relies on Friends in meetings to pass on the message about all the opportunities for learning available at Woodbrooke and off-site. For Woodbrooke to be fully accessible to all Friends, every meeting needs to appoint a Woodbrooke Correspondent.

A Correspondent acts as a voice for Woodbrooke in their meeting, and a voice for their meeting at Woodbrooke.

What does a Woodbrooke Correspondent do?

Correspondents can expect to receive information every quarter about Woodbrooke courses and events, and are asked to:

· Publicise courses at their meeting – putting up posters on noticeboards, reading out information about events, and approaching appropriate people with information about courses relevant to their roles

· Ensure that potential course participants are aware of financial support that Woodbrooke and local meetings can offer

· Share ideas that arise at meetings with Woodbrooke so that we can ensure that our courses are relevant and useful to the Quaker community

· Support Woodbrooke with fundraising appeals by distributing information and encouraging the meeting’s involvement

· Make Friends aware of Woodbrooke’s conference and meeting room facilities for Quaker and non-Quaker groups

If you do not have a notice board for Woodbrooke information, please leave materials out by the tea and coffee, and mention current opportunities during notices.

Benefits of Being a Correspondent
· By giving just a few hours a year of your time, you can help Woodbrooke enrich your meeting and nourish its spiritual development

· By matching up courses with those friends who would most benefit from them, you may end up being responsible for the personal transformation of someone in your meeting

· You will be entering into a special relationship with Woodbrooke and be the first to know about new events and opportunities.

· You may be invited to Woodbrooke for special events, during which you can meet other correspondents and enjoy the centre’s beautiful gardens and delicious food.
